A trip to remember

In January 1937 at the tender age of 12, my eldest brother, Jack (by
some |2 years) paid for my train fare on the "Ghan" to Alice Springs on
a three-day journey of 1000 miles. The Ghan (narrow gauge| with
mainly freight carriages and a couple of passenger carriages tacked on,
left the Adelaide Railway Station, North Terrace, at 9 am on a Thursday
morning for the journey to “The Alice”,

A young schoolteacher looked after me until we reached Oodnadatta L ¥ ey Part of the Ghan

where she taught. There were no sleepers, you supplied your own r— T — T ——
food and blankets and the seats were wicker type and faced each
other along the length of the carriage. At least we had a couple of
antiquated toilets on the train. The scenery was out of this world,
mile after mile and more miles of red-coloured sand and flat

saltbush plains, and by all accounts we could have been o the
surface of the meon.

To heat vour can of food (baked beans) and to make a cup of tea
you would have to take your billy can down to the steam engine
(when it stopped) to fill up with boiling hot water. In our carriage
were two rugged stockmen but they were gentlemen. One
developed a toothache which gave him a lot of pain and at
Oodnadatta he went into the pub, had a couple of drinks and
