Mr Phil Smyth (Head Coach, Adelaide 36ers) opened the
official launch, and addresses were given by Professor
James McWha (Vice-Chancellor and President, The Univer-
sity of Adelaide), Sir James Hardy, OBE (business and com-
munity leader), the Hon John Hill MP (SA Minister for
Health), Mr Graham Bollenhagen {Grand Master, Freema-
sons of SA/NT), and Professor Gary Wittent (Mortlock Pro-
fessor of Medicine, The University of Adelaide).

The AMVC provided a musical frame for the lsunch, giving
a stirring rendition of Edward Grieg's “Brothers Sing On”
at the start of the program, and closing with Sigmund Rom-
berg's “Stout Hearted Men" and Guiseppe Verdi's “The
Chorus of the Hebrew Slaves”™.
